NRM Board Role

The Kangaroo Island Natural Resources Management Board (the Board) was established on
9 December 2004 under the provision of the Natural Resources Management Act 2004. The
Board takes an active role in managing natural resources through the preparation and
implementation of a regional NRM Plan which is the principal document guiding the
management of natural resources on Kangaroo Island.

The Kangaroo Island Natural Resources Management Plan was adopted by the Minister for
Sustainability, Environment and Conservations on 22 May 2017, after taking into account
and in accordance with the requirements of section 81 of the Natural Resources
Management Act 2004.

The Plan provides a regional framework and guidance for everyone managing and deriving
benefit from Kangaroo Islands Natural Resources as specified in Natural Resources
Management Act 2004 (the Act).

The board has adopted a number of natural resource management policies to support
delivery of the plan. The Kangaroo Island Water Resources Management Policy: water
affecting activities can be found in Volume B of the Business Plan.

The Board promotes public awareness and understanding of integrated and sustainable
natural resources management and provide mechanisms to increase the capacity of people
to improve and be involved in the management of natural resources.

Objectives

The objectives of the Board are to encourage and support the achievement of ecologically
sustainable development in the State by contributing to the establishment of an integrated
scheme to promote the use and management of natural resources in a manner that:

e recognises and protects the intrinsic values of natural resources;

o seeksto protect biological diversity and, insofar as is reasonably practicable, to support
and encourage the restoration or rehabilitation of ecological systems and processes
that have been lost or degraded;

e provides for the protection and management of catchments and the sustainable use of
land and water resources and, insofar as is reasonably practicable, seeks to enhance
and restore or rehabilitate land and water resources that have been degraded,

e seeks to support sustainable primary and other economic production systems with
particular reference to the value of agriculture and mining activities to the economy of
the State;

e provides for the prevention or control of impacts caused by pest species of animals
and plants that may have an adverse effect on the environment, primary production or
the community; and

e promotes educational initiatives and provides support resources mechanisms to
increase the capacity of people to be involved in the management of natural resources.

» Regeneration of coastal vegetation in areas
previously used by feral goats, particularly for
species formerly heavily browsed by feral goats,
such as Allocasuarina verticillata, Dodonaea
viscosa, Carpobrotus rossii and Suaeda australis,
which were found along the coast in areas where
they have not been seen for the past 12 years.
